If you have a Motion Request form to turn in, it must be turned in before we discuss
today’s New Business or you will have to wait until the next ASC meeting for the new motion to be read on the floor.

$104.00 was spent on printing Area Minutes, Literature Order Forms, GSR Reports, Meeting Change Request

According to page 1 of our Policy (under Removal From the Meeting Schedule), “If there has not been a
representative of the Group present for four (4) consecutive ASCs, a Group will be removed from the Tampa Funcoast
Meeting Schedule.
